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Course Description

This course reviews the events that affected the United States of America, focusing on the time period 1585 to 1900 (From the Development of the Early Republic to Western Expansion & Frontier). Major topics include Early Republic, Growth of Democracy, Imperialism, Industrial Revolution, American Civil War, Reconstruction, Western Expansion, and Pennsylvania History (1585-1900).  Students will reinforce map skills, discuss daily current events, interpret political cartoons & primary documents, and strengthen written and verbal communication of historical information.  Emphasis will be placed on meeting student’s academic abilities and learning styles.
